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RYA Powerboat courses are run using one of our RIBs. You will normally be asked to join
us at 10:00 on pontoon 2 in our base marina Marina de Sur, Las Galletas. Occasionally
we may ask you to join us elsewhere - if so full instructions will be given.
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This is very much a hands-on course. You will spend some time in our purpose built
classroom learning navigation and passage planning, but all the equipment (pens,
pencils etc) will be provided. You may, however, find a notebook useful if you wish to
keep a record of what is taught.
